Tantalising Tapestries
A tapestry (or pave) design is viewed from above (ideal for a coffee table) and is made up of short pieces of plant material in a variety of shades and textures which are grouped together in types and placed into the floral foam.

You will need:-

· A shallow container (square, rectangular or round) as large as you like but not smaller than 20cm in width or length.  It can be glass, plastic or ceramic (3-5cm deep).
· 1 or 2 blocks of floral foam depending on the size of your container.
· 2 or 3 plastic frogs and oasis fix. (I will supply if you don’t have any).
· A selection of mixed foliages with emphasis on a variety of rough and smooth textures (e.g. hebe, euonymus, ivy leaves, phormium [to be cut up], cupressus, senecio, ming fern, pittosporum, box, aspidistra).  5 to 10 pieces of 5 or 6 types, depending on the size of your container.

· A bunch of supermarket flowers e.g. roses, 2 Stems of spray chrysanths.
· A selection of other bits and pieces e.g. moss, fir cones, seed heads, fungi, sempervirum, a few stems of willow, cornus etc., sticks, pebbles, stones, pieces of slate, small fruits, berries.
· Don’t forget a pair of scissors and a packed lunch!!
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
